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 I do not know if there is a more up-
and-down character in the Bible than David.  
The ñman after God's own heartò was a 
flawed and broken man. Yet, he did great 
things. He trusted God to give him the 
smarts to out-wit a giant. He united the 
Kingdom of Israel and expanded her 
borders. He was beloved, and he was 
hated. There was a shadow side to David. 
He loved power. He did not stand up for his 
daughter, or really any of his kids. There 
came a time in his life where he withdrew, 
and that is when the spiritual attacks 
happened that manifested in physical sin. 
   
As I contemplate David's life, several 
lessons come to mind: 
 
God works through broken people. I do not 
know what drove David internally. He 
certainly faced many traumatic situations. 
His success led to jealousy of other people. 
His friends turned their backs on him. 
Maybe those hurts and betrayals left David 
feeling empty. I know that David was broken 
and flawed, but God used David to bring 
about His good will.   
 
Worldly success is not necessarily a 
measure of spiritual success. Jesus said it 
like this, "What good is it to gain the whole 
world but forfeit your soul." David was 
successful, wealthy, and had everything he 
could want. But sometimes, those pleasures
