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Advent is a season of expectation, longing, and 
hoping for the coming of Jesus. There is a great 
Advent hymn we sing that reads, “Come Thou 
long expected Jesus, born to set Thy people 
free; from our fears and sins release us; let us 
find our rest in Thee.” My soul breathes easier 
when I sing that last line. More often than I care 
to admit, I find myself too hurried to rest in the 
Lord. This is especially true at Christmas time. 
With all the Christmas parties, extra services, 
and now with kids in activities that often 
culminate in December, it would be too easy to 
be too busy to miss Christmas!   
 
There were several characters in the Bible who 
were too busy and missed Christmas. The 
innkeeper missed Christmas. He certainly had a 
busy job running the hotel, making sure all the 
guests were taken care of, and of course 
attending to his own family responsibilities. 
When Mary and Joseph appeared before him, 
he could not help them. He literally had God 
cross his path, but he did not see Him. Maybe 
Jesus’ family interrupted the Innkeeper in all his 
busyness. I have always wondered if he 
regretted not figuring something out for Jesus’ 
family. Sometimes where we experience God 
the most is in the midst of an interruption.  
Dietrich Bonhoeffer has a good word about this 
in [ƛŦŜ ¢ƻƎŜǘƘŜǊ:  “We must be ready to allow 
ourselves to be interrupted by God. God will be 
constantly crossing our paths and canceling our
