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Why do we sing in church? Congregational singing 
is not an everyday activity, at least not anymore. I 
suppose there was a time when Americans rose 
and sang, for example, the national anthem with a 
certain type of gusto. Now we quite naturally 
expect somebody to sing it for us. Group singing is 
something that’s just not a part of our culture 
anywhere except for church. On one level, this 
makes sense. Music, as we know it, literally was 
invented in churches in Europe in the Dark Ages as 
a congregational aid (and then even further in the 
USA with the influence of gospel music on 
contemporary styles). So what is so big about 
congregational singing that has caused it to 
endure in churches everywhere for centuries? 
 
Well, primarily, it’s biblical. Psalms is by far the 
longest book of the Bible. Even if you have never 
seen a Bible, you would probably know that it says 
to “make a joyful noise unto the Lord.” (Psalm 
98:4) / “Sing to him, sing praises to him; tell of all 
his wondrous works! (Psalm 105:2)..../ 
“Addressing one another in psalms and hymns and 
spiritual songs, singing and making melody to the 
Lord with your heart....” (Ephesians 5:19) You just 
can’t argue with that. The Lord directly commands 
us to offer our sacrifice to Him, not a blood 
sacrifice, but a living sacrifice of praise. (Hebrews 
13:15) 
 
Singing is a natural byproduct of a happy heart, 
and vice versa. I would be willing to bet that even 
the most stoic persons have caught themselves

We sing because sometimes speech is just not 
enough.

Music allows one to focus on a singular idea in a 
meditative manner and to offer that to the Lord 
intentionally. Corporate worship allows us to do 
this and additionally to testify to each other, out 
loud, collectively about the mercies of the Lord 
through all of our individual experiences. And 
even though this is our offering to Him, the Lord 
graciously uses it to bless us. Isn’t that amazing? 
God speaks to us while we worship. 
 
And when we sing together, we become a team, a 
family, slowing down our thoughts, word by word, 
setting our intentions, matching our hearts, 
matching pitch. God binds us together during 
these times, as only His Spirit can accomplish. This 
is why we can never stop gathering to lift our 
voices to the Lord: because He is great and He 
demands it, because He challenges us, because 
He saves us, because we are overflowing and 
need to express it. Moreover,  it unifies our selves 
toward one body with a common intention- that 
above all else, we desire to glorify God in 
everything we do.
