
How do we respond to a changing 
neighborhood? I both live and work in the 
Crieve Hall neighborhood. My oldest 
daughter goes to school at the local 
neighborhood school. My friends mostly live 
in the neighborhood. We workout together, 
have playdates with our kids, go to the 
farmer’s market on Thursday nights, and do 
other neighborhood activities together. In the 
two and a half years since we have moved to 
Crieve Hall, Crieve Hall has changed. We have 
new neighbors. Houses are being sold, 
remodeled, and our neighborhood has 
changed over from a mostly senior adult 
neighborhood to a mostly young, upper 
middle class family neighborhood. On Hogan 
Road alone, from Trousdale to Marchant (an 
area that includes our church and Crieve Hall 
Elementary school) there are eight houses 
with children under five years old in the 
house.   
 
From the people who have lived in Nashville 
most of their lives the word I hear over and 
over is how much Nashville has changed in 
the last ten years. We are an “it” city. Our 
neighborhood has become an “it” 
neighborhood along with the Nashville boom. 
Most of the time when people speak of 
changing neighborhoods, it is because the 
neighborhood has deteriorated in some way.
