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Grace is a word that I have taken for 
granted in my life. I, of course, grew up 
singing “Amazing Grace, how sweet the 
sound that saved a wretch like me.” All of us 
have played the wretch multiple times in 
our lives (sometimes multiple times in a 
day!). It is amazing that God would not 
spare His own son in pursuing you and me. 
Yet, it is a term that becomes so familiar 
that sometimes it seems to lose its meaning 
in our lives.   
 
However, it is by Grace that we live and 
breathe. It is by Grace that we are saved! 
Paul wrote about Grace all the time. In the 
original language, the word Paul uses for 
the Grace God gives is ŎƘŀǊƛǎ. You can see 
our word “charity” in that word. It is a 
common word in the ancient world used for 
gift from a higher class of person to a lower 
class person. The response of the receiver is 
ŜǳŎƘŀǊƛǎǘŀ. Many other Christian traditions 
call the Lord’s Supper, “Eucharist.” It is 
thanks giving. It literally means “good 
grace.” God gives us his good Grace, and we 
respond with gratitude. That gratitude flows 
out of us for ŜǳƭƻƎƛŀ which means 
“blessing.” God’s aim in giving us Jesus, His 
good gift of Grace, is for the outflowing of 
gratitude in our lives that leads to the
